	What if we have already verified the student, the student changes the FAFSA, do we need to award on the non verified FAFSA?
	I assume you are talking about a new ISIR. If so, you will need to look at the new ISIR to determine what changed.  You might need to follow-up with the student to seek further clarification. 

	Pell was not paid because of verification not being completed.  Student was enrolled in 12 credits - 6 from 8/20-12/9 and 6 10/9-12/2.  Verif was completed on 10/19 snd pell originated 10/20 - pell was paid 10/22 on 12 credits.  student withdrew from 6 credits on 10/21 - still in 6 credits.  All classes were attended.  Can we still pay pell on 12 credits?
	What is your PRD? 
Remember, technically, you can still make intern disbursements before student is verified.   If your policy is for when verification is completed despite PRD, then you pay on the status at 10/19.

	Can a school have more than one PRD?
	Yes. A school can have a PRD for each module.

	What happens if a student submits a FAFSA later in the AY, like spring and is eligible for backpay for fall. In Fall the students PRD is full-time but they only completed 6 credit hours. Do I backpay at FT or PT?
	You will use the payment status at the time of the Initial Pell Calculation

	What Enrollment Status would be reported to NSLDS for a student who adds or drops courses after the PRD and those courses change the student's Enrollment Status?
	The Registrar's office would report the actual enrollment status of all student's. For Title IV aid purposes you are awarding aid based on your locked-in credits from your PRD.  Should the student drop below half-time, once the Servicer gets that information from NSLDS, they will start sending letters to the student informing them that they are entering their grace period. 

	The PRD only applies to adjusting Pell and not initial Pell disbursements? Meaning if a student does not enroll until after the PRD the school is required to disburse Pell for that student, correct?
	Yes, you are required to disburse Pell.  Because the Initial Pell Calculation (IPC) does not occur until after the PRD, you must use the enrollment status at the time of the IPC- the later of the two dates between PRD and IPC.

	Do we have the option of increasing the Pell grant if the student adds additional hours after the PRD? 
	No, you don't have the option of increasing the Pell after the PRD, unless you have another PRD in the future that will capture that change of enrollment. 

	The slide says drops classes but the speaker says withdraws. There is a difference between the two so what is correct?
	The slide is addressing two different scenarios. In the first one, the student withdrew. The student dropped a class in the second one but did not entirely withdraw until after dropping her last class. 

	If you have to ensure a student begins attendance in all classes that make up the Pell award eligibility then what happens when a student drops a course after the PRD?  They obviously won't begin attendance in that course but it was part of their enrollment at the time of the PRD.  Thanks!
	Student Drops after PRD-take student status at PRD
Not sure what you mean by wont begin attendance.

	Can a school have multiple PRD's based on program?
	Yes

	So, if a student withdraws and is in six credit hour on the PRD but was charged for 12 credit hours, which institutional charges do you use in the R2T4?  
	The PRD and the R2T4 are two different. You would use the amount charged for 12 credit hours for the R2T4.

	PRD is based on the add and drop 
	Yes

	I entered late - what does PRD stand for?
	Pell Recalculation Date

	What if the student has enrolled and no IRIS is recieved.  How does the initial filing of the fafsa play into post prd.
	If the student enrolled without an official ISIR on file at the school, when the school received the official ISIR, they would use the enrollment status if it is after the PRD.

	If your policy is inital enrollement or PRD which ever is later, in the case in which a student has class start 8/15, Inital enrollement is 8/1, PRD is 8/31, drops 3 hrs on 8/20 and 3 credit hours on 8/21. Both classes have been started , would we calculate at 3 credit hours or 6 credit hours for the R2T4?
	You are confusing the two.  You use the PRD to determine the Pell Grant award. You will use the 6 credits.

	This indicates that students must register for ALL of their Classes BEFORE the PRD!?
	Yes. A student should register for all of their classes before the PRD.  If a student registers for a course after the PRD, it will not be counted towards receiving aid. UNLESS, the Initial Pell Calculation is done after the PRD.

	Do we need to establish that students began for all students at the university or just those receiving Title IV aid?  concerned that collecting only on Title IV aid disclosed private information by assumption.
	We can only regulate Title IV students.  You must establish that Title IV students have begun classes to be eligible for disbursements. Your accreditor or licensing body regulates overall rules for all students at your institution.

	Does this mean that if a student adds courses after the PRD, we are not supposed to increase their pell grant to reflect their new enrollment? 
	That is correct.

	What if a student is 'no-showed' by an instructor by mistake prior to the PRD and then is placed back in the class after the PRD.  Would the student be eligible for Pell for that class?
	If you can document attendance (academically related activities) in class, and correct that start date, you can apply Pell to status as of PRD.

	How do you calculate the Pell if a student is enrolled in the fall term in 9 hours but he subsequently enrolls in a mini-session( 5 week term) after the fall semester  for 3 hours, can he receive the full-time Pell if the minisession is attached to the fall semester?
	Correct.

	Don't we have to establish that they began particpation in all the courses?  If they have 6 hours at PrD, withdraws in one course afterthe PRD, and they didn't participate in the course they withdrew.  Wouldn't we recalculate at withdrawal?
	To answer your first question is, yes.  The school has to establish that the student began.  If they never set foot into the classroom Pell Recalculation is required before you do a R2T4. 

	Are schools required to verify a student actually began attending the courses they are receiving pell grant for or is the student's enrollment in those courses good enough to determine pell eligibility?
	We don't prescribe how to do this, but school's are required to verify if the student commenced attendance. 

	What if the college add a course after the PRD and the student enroll in that course in a later term?
	If a school adds a course after the PRD and a student enrolls in the course-- the course will not be consider for Pell Grant. It is after the PRD.

	PRD is 9/14. on 9/15 Student enrolls for module starting 10/26. on 10/1 students add another module starting 10/26. initial pell calculation was 9/20. what do we use? 3 or 6 credits?
	Does module have its own PRD? Otherwise student status on 9/20- Pell calculation date- is used. 3 credits not 6

	In the Bruce example, what if he drops/withdraws from a 3-credit course and receives a Withdraw grade. Is his Pell still based on only 9 credits?
	If he drops/withdraws from the class before the PRD, those credits will not be counted. 

	Is the prd something we MUST have?  
	Having a Pell Recalculation Date is optional.  

	Archie has fall Pell disbursed for full-time enrollment based on an initial Pell calculation on August 8. He is enrolled in full-time hours as of the PRD on August 10. Archie withdraws from one of his courses on September 10, taking him down to 3/4 time enrollment. Archie has his EFC adjusted down via PJ on October 10th. Would his updated Pell amount for the new EFC be for full-time or 3/4 time enrollment? 
	3/4 time.

	If the institution makes an error and the student does not get enrolled by their advisor in the course as they should have but the student is attending the course prior to the prd, can the school go ahead and recalculate and consider the student to have been initially enrolled in that class.
	Yes. All Pell errors can be corrected before close of award year

	So if a student in a full term course takes takes 15 credits , but four weeks before the semester ends the student drops to 9credits . The Pell must be changed from Full time to  3/4 time correct. 
	It depends.  If you are doing your first initial Pell calculation at that time, then yes, it will be based on 3/4 time. 

	We have an official census date mid October but drop add is two weeks into the term. Can we choose which one to use? We use drop add end for PRD currently. 
	If you have a Pell Recalculation Date after add/drop then that is what you use to determine the student's eligibility for Title IV because it's part of your current Policy. You can't just choose which one to use.  However, you can have a Policy that states that you have 2 census dates, and if you do that, you would have to recalculate aid twice in that term.  

	What if the student is enrolled in 12 credits and is awarded a full time pell. Student is dropped for never attending their class by the registrar after the PRD and now they are at 3/4 enrollment. Would the pell be adjusted to 3/4 time or left full time? To clarify, the student never attended the course. 
	If the student never attended the course, Pell Recalculation IS required. 

	In remote learning, does clicking the syllabus constitute an academic activity?
	No. 

	If a student notifies the school that they want to refuse the PWD Pell Grant payment that has been posted to their account, must the school return it?
	If a student wants to refuse a Pell Grant award you need to collect a statement from the student that indicates so. 

	If initial EFC was zero, student completed term and then later made a correction to the FAFSA resulting in a higher EFC calculation-must the Pell grant be adjusted for the previous completed term?
	Yes.  If the student's new ISIR is correct and it has a higher EFC, you must adjust their Pell for that award year. 

	If initial EFC was zero, student completed term and then later made a correction to the FAFSA resulting in a higher EFC calculation-must the Pell grant be adjusted for the previous completed term?
	Yes.  If the student's new ISIR is correct and it has a higher EFC, you must adjust their Pell for that award year. 

	We had a Program review and were found to not have sufficent policies in place for Verification of Attendance.  We are awaiting the final report.  We review all students and confirm attendance for all students that didn't pass any classes but I think we may have an issue with those students that withdrew and received a W and we have no proof they began. Would agree that will be an issue?
	Yes, that would be an issue if you can't determine if they began or not. 

	Just to clarify, we have two modules each with their own PRD, if a student is enrolled in BOTH modules do they utilize both PRDs or just the PRD for the later of the two modules?
	If you have combined both modules to make it a single term, then at each PRD, you need to recalculate aid for the whole term.   

	Is it my understanding that the school determines the PRD and or census date?
	Yes, that is correct. 

	Question regarding modules. Class meets for 2 weeks, then a final assignment is due at the end of the month. Is that final assignment considered academic activity?  
	Yes

	A student is enrolled in 3 credits as of PRD.  However, the student emailed the Student Records office the day before PRD and asked to be added to another 3 credits (is unable to do so themselves via their student portal due to technology issues).  Records enrolls the student in the additional 3 credit the day after PRD.  Since the student requested to be added to the additional 3 credits before the PRD, should Pell be based on 6 credits?  Or is it 3 credits because the student was not technically ENROLLED by the PRD?
	School must be able to document registration of a "regular student" to establish the enrollment status prior to PRD.  If you cannot document student enrollment in your system prior to PRD then the original enrollment status stands.  
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
